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     On a beautiful spring morning we held our first in-person 

service since Sunday March 15th.  On June 14th our church 

family gathered on the 

front lawn of our 

beautiful grounds and 

joyously celebrated the 

sacrament of Holy 

Eucharist.  It had been 

three months since we 

shared this holy meal 

in the presence of one 

another.  As our church family held up the communion bread 

nestled in hands brought together to form a sacred altar, the 

bread was consecrated and consumed. We acted as one, 

united body of the faithful.  Many in attendance remarked 

about the power of this long-delayed moment and 

particularly of holding the bread of life.                                                     

Holy Eucharist, the sacrament given to us by Christ at the 

last supper, forms a sacred bond between the faithful.  It is 

the meal where all are recognized as Godõs beloved.  We 

were reminded that day that we are all one.  Those present 

on the lawn shared this celebration of the Sacrament with 

our neighbors on their front porches along Caroline St., and 

our brothers and sisters who continued to participate 

through the virtual connection that has held us together over 

the last few months.   There were no walls, no boundaries at 

this meal.  All were welcome, equal, and loved.  This was a 

message we all needed to experience in these trouble times.  

This sacrament created for us a vision of the kingdom.  As 

the gospel text proclaimed on this day òThe kingdom of 

heaven has come near.ó 

òChrist comes to us bringing good news of Godõs grace 

and generosity.  Christ has inaugurated for us a sacred 

meal, and summoned us to have communion with himéAs 

we worship, our hope and conviction that life is stronger 

than death and love is the key to life is reinforcedé In the 

Eucharist we put our belief about God, about our life 

together and about ourselves into words and actions.  We 

come to touch the hem of Christõs garment.óNZE Book of Common 

Prayer 

While this celebration was different in some ways from 

what we were accustomed to prior to March, the new signs 

and symbols of caring and respect for one another 

powerfully re-emphasized our solidarity with each other 

during this time of pandemic.  We wear masks, keep 7 feet 

apart, and sing the hymns in our minds.  These limiting 

experiences remind us of Godõs command that comes to us 

from our heritage in the earliest recorded Scriptures, òlove 

your neighbor as yourself.ó  Leviticus 19:18   What you do affects 

me and what I do affects you.  Our care for ourselves is 

completely dependent on our care for each other.  The 

pandemic is the great equalizer ð what is necessary and 

good for one to stay healthy is completely dependent on the 

same treatment for the other.  As we continue to gather in-

person and via the web each Sunday, this celebration will be 

one of welcome and acceptance  for all ð just as God 

ordained our life on earth to be. 

Note: Elsewhere in this issue are guidelines for our outdoor 

services as well as an explanation of how we will safely 

share the Eucharist at these services.  Weather permitting 

we will continue to celebrate the Holy Eucharist each Sunday 

at 9:30 on the front lawn of the church.

Sunday.  However, 

we have found that 

we need to use a 

different technology 

platform for remote 

viewing if a service 

is held outside. To 

make connecting to 

our service 

broadcasts as easy

sunny orange button labeled òClick Here During Sunny 

Weather for service via Zoomó has been added to the page.  

For inclement weather when we cannot host a service 

outside, the usual blue button is located at the bottom of the 

webpage to connect to the Holy Trinity network.                                                                         

Please note: If an outdoor service needs to be cancelled, a 

cancellation email will be sent at 8:00 am and the message 

on the church phone will also be changed to reflect that 

decision.  Whether we gather outside or via remote viewing, 

we can take comfort that we are one people, 

worshipping our one, loving God.

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First Outdoor Service June 14, 2020 

                 Administration of Holy Communion 

As we begin to regather for services, the safety of our congregation is our utmost concern. The safe administration of 
Holy Communion presents a particular challenge. We have proposed, and our Bishop has approved, on a trial basis, 
the following protocol for a safe and reverent distribution of Holy Communion. It has been designed to minimize the 
possibility of transmitting the virus that normal administration might present via the close proximity of the eucharist 
minister and/or touching of the host. 
     To eliminate these risks, attendees will be asked to bring their own bread from home to be consecrated and re-
ceived during the service. While unleavened, Syrian type bread is preferred, any bread will be fine. 
      Just as the apostles gathered around the table at the Last Supper, we gather to share in the 
sacred meal of Christ. During the Celebration of the Prayer of Holy Communion, those who 
desire to receive communion, will be asked to hold up the bread in their hands. Placing one 
palm over the other, the palms will create an ñaltarò on which the bread will be sacredly pre-
sented. 
       Communicants will be invited to hold up their ñaltarò with the bread on it at the consecration. 
The bread on the main altar and on all of the little altars will be consecrated at once. At Communion 
the Eucharist Minister will proclaim the words ñThe Body of Christ, the Bread of Salvationò as each 
of us, together, will receive the consecrated Body of Christ. 
      Note: Only the host will be received at communion. One element, the bread, is sufficient for 
a full communion. Additionally, the prayer of Spiritual Communion will continue to be offered 
for those who are unable or prefer not to receive in this manner. 
     It is my prayer that this practice will help all of us be safe yet allow for a resumption of the physical recep-
tion of communion. 
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Change for Change 
The Sunday School children thank you all for your 

generous donations to our Change for Change pro-

ject.

   Morning Prayer is an ancient practice of Christianity. In 

many times and places, daybreak has been a time of 

prayer. Jews prayed in their synagogues at sunrise as 

well as at other times each day. This Jewish pattern of 

prayer formed the basis of the Christian monastic Daily 

Office, with its prayers or "hours" at seven times in each 

day. Thomas Cranmer's revision of the Daily Office for the 

first English Prayer Book (1549) reduced the number of 

services to two-one for morning (Matins) and one for 

evening (Evensong or vespers). In the Second English 

Prayer Book (1552), the morning service was given its 

present name, Morning Prayer. 

     We meet for Morning Prayer every Tuesday at 8:30 

am using Zoom technology. We have noticed that this 

format does indeed support a sense of community - 

something we all need in these times. If you have never 

participated in Morning Prayer we hope you will give it a 

try. If you have, we invite you back to this meditative 

time. 

     I have attached a template for Morning Prayer so that 

everyone can participate whether they have a Book of 

Common Prayer or not.
